The new Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be designed specifically for the next generation of cancer treatment, integrating advanced diagnostic imaging technologies with innovative new therapies, all delivered to our patients through a multi-specialty, patient-centered approach to clinical care.  With your help, we will expand our reputation as a national leader—a cancer center that is closing the gap between scientific discovery and patient care.  The Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be a place that inspires people to come together to learn, to listen, and ultimately, to join together to fight cancer.

Spaces in the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center available for naming are described below. 
Expansion Floor

Location: Fourth Floor 

Acknowledgment Level: $10,000,000

The Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center aspires not just to address the needs of today’s cancer patients and families.  We are building the cancer center of tomorrow, designed to integrate efficiently and effectively the rapid technological advancements of healthcare in the 21st century.  The fourth floor of the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer is being constructed as a “warm shell,” a fully functional space that will be used to accommodate future growth and clinical expansion, allowing us to anticipate and meet the needs of future generations of cancer survivors.     

Chemotherapy Infusion Suite

Location: Second Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $5,000,000

Chemotherapy is one of the most common and effective treatment modalities for cancer patients, enabling many to live full, productive lives.  The Infusion Suite will be at the heart of the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center, provide patients receiving chemotherapy with the most comfortable environment possible, making routine treatments easier to bear.  The Infusion Center will be designed with both private space for patients desiring a quiet infusion experience and community space for those who would prefer to socialize with others.    
Radiation Therapy Suite

Location: Ground Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $5,000,000

More than half of all cancer patients require radiation therapy, making it integral to a multimodal approach to treatment.  Encompassing the entire lower floor, this highly specialized space will contain state-of-the-art equipment designed for delivery of highly accurate and individualized radiation therapy.  This area will be accommodating to patients who are often making multiple visits for treatment in a short period of time, and will be one of the most utilized spaces in the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center.

Women’s Oncology Clinic [Reserved]

Location: Second Floor 

Acknowledgment Level: $2,500,000

Each woman’s body is unique, and so are her healthcare needs. The second floor of the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be the home of the Women’s Oncology Clinic, where our team of highly trained physicians and nurses will offer comprehensive care to women facing any cancer of the reproductive system.  This clinic will be an epicenter of clinical trials and novel treatments for cancers of the ovaries, uterus, and cervix, offering hope and specialized, compassionate care to women of all ages.  Due to the generosity of a lead donor, this clinic will be named in honor of Dr. Peyton T. Taylor, a gynecological oncologist who has touched the lives of countless patients and families during his four decades at the University of Virginia.  

East Clinic

Location: Third Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $2,500,000

The East Clinic of the Third Floor will serve as a primary oncology clinic on a rotating basis for patients with different types of cancers.  For many patients and their families, this clinic will be their introduction to the Cancer Center.  Comprised of clusters of exam and consultation rooms, the East Clinic will be where patients and their families discuss in-depth the best treatment options with their doctor and other healthcare professionals.  

West Clinic

Location: Third Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $2,500,000

Like the East Clinic, the Third Floor West Clinic will rotate services for patients with different types of cancers on different days of the week.  The West Clinic will have more than twenty separate rooms for examination, consultation, and clinical work.   A diagnosis of cancer can be an overwhelming experience, so patients at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center can be assured of the highest quality care and advice delivered in a compassionate, respectful environment.  

Advanced Diagnostic Imaging Suite 

Location: First Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $1,000,000

Cancer can be difficult to detect, and some cancers may go undiagnosed because no obvious symptoms are present.  It is important to find these cancers early in order to provide the most effective treatments. The Advanced Diagnostic Imaging Suite at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will feature the most advanced techniques and equipment to help provide early detection, giving cancer patients a better chance at conquering their disease. In addition, imaging can also help determine precise location, size, and type of tumor so that more directed treatment options may be pursued.

Tranquility Garden

Location: First Floor (Exterior)

Acknowledgment Level: $1,000,000

Situated at the corner of Jefferson Park Avenue and Lee Street, the Tranquility Garden is one of the most recognizable spaces at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center.  This tiered, circular garden will allow patients and visitors to enjoy fresh air and the restorative beauty of nature during their visits to the Cancer Center.

Rooftop Garden
Location: Fourth Floor (Exterior)

Acknowledgment Level: $1,000,000

Accessible from the fourth floor, the Rooftop Garden at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be a special place for relaxation and contemplation for patients and their families.  The outdoor patio will allow patients to receive chemotherapy outdoors, with wonderful views of Charlottesville, the University, and the Blue Ridge Mountains.  

Reflection Room [Reserved]
Location: First Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $1,000,000

At the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center, a patient’s spiritual and emotional health is valued as an integral part of the healing process.  The Reflection Room will provide a non-denominational private space for reflection, contemplation, and prayer for patients and their loved ones, helping them to find peace of mind and the inner strength to face the rigorous therapy needed to reverse or slow the progress of the disease. 

Positive Image Center

Location: First Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $1,000,000

The Positive Image Center will provide guidance for cancer patients as they deal with changes to their appearance that frequently occur during chemotherapy, radiation, and other cancer treatments.  Services in the Positive Image Center will include consultation on make-up and skin care techniques, a clothing boutique, fittings for fashionable wigs and scarves in Ramona’s Room, and a variety of free self-help materials for both men and women.  The Positive Image Center will help cancer patients maintain their self confidence and sense of identity as they endure the physical and psychological challenges of cancer treatment. 

Patient Reception Areas

Location: Seven areas on Ground, First, Second, and Third Floors

Acknowledgment Level: $500,000 each

The reception areas at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be comfortable, reassuring places for patients and families.  These reception areas will have a range of amenities and clear accessibility to Cancer Center services, enabling us to keep the time between a patient’s arrival and their treatment to a minimum.  The seven reception areas include:  

· Radiation Therapy Center Reception Area – Ground Floor

· Registration Reception Area – First Floor [Reserved]
· Imaging Center Reception Area – First Floor

· Women’s Oncology Clinic Reception Area – Second Floor

· Infusion Center Reception Area – Second Floor

· East Clinic Reception Area – Third Floor

· West Clinic Reception Area – Third Floor

Tumor Board Conference Rooms 
Location: Two spaces on the Ground and Third Floors

Acknowledgment Level: $250,000 each

Treatment planning for patients is centered around the Tumor Board, where specialists from multiple disciplines meet to discuss the specific pathology, clinical findings, and various treatment options to provide individualized treatment plans.  These boards are an important part of the UVA Cancer Center’s culture.  Multidisciplinary, disease-focused teams – including physicians, nurses, genetic counselors, pain management specialists, and social workers – will meet in these conference rooms to discuss the most effective individual care options for patients and their families. 

Radiation Treatment Rooms
Location: Four spaces on the Ground Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $250,000 each

Each year brings new advances that make radiation therapy more targeted to the specific cancer and more lethal to malignancies, while being more convenient and less toxic to the patient.  The University of Virginia has been on the forefront of bringing these new developments to the Commonwealth, and the radiation treatment rooms at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be among the most advanced in the nation.
Group Infusion Lounge [Reserved]
Location: Second Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $250,000 
For many people, dealing with cancer is made easier by sharing their treatment experiences with other patients.  Designed for patients who enjoy socializing while receiving their chemotherapy, the Group Infusion Lounge will be a lively, dynamic area that features a dozen comfortable recliners and a centralized nurses’ station for easy access to treatment.  

Private Infusion Rooms

Location: Ten spaces on the Second Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $100,000 each

Our Private Infusion Rooms will be used by patients with the most acute and challenging medical needs.  Intended for patients who require an extended multi-hour stay, these ten contemporary rooms will have a bed, bathroom, and room for a friend or love one to visit comfortably.  

Outpatient Pharmacy

Location: Third Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $100,000

This state-of-the-art pharmacy will provide a way for our patients to fill their take-home prescription medications conveniently at the same site where they receive their care.  The pharmacy’s staff will be knowledgeable about the patient’s condition and will be able to provide guidance about the often complex combinations of drugs required by cancer patients.   

Investigational Pharmacy 

Location: Third Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $100,000

Every meaningful advance in the treatment of cancer has come about as the result of clinical research and the precise incorporation of new discoveries into clinical care.  Clinical trials offer a crucial proving ground for new treatments and the best hope for some patients.  This pharmacy will ensure that advanced or experimental therapies are available to every eligible patient and that the University of Virginia is a national leader in providing the most promising clinical trials.
Radiation Treatment Planning Room

Location: Ground Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $100,000

The ultramodern Treatment Planning Room will bring together a skilled team of physicians, physicists, technicians, radiation therapists, and specialized nursing staff to design treatment plans that are based on the latest findings in the field, and on the individual patient’s disease, medical status, and other special needs.  

Radiology Simulation Rooms 

Location: Two spaces on the Ground Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $100,000 each [One space is RESERVED]
The Radiology Simulation Rooms are an integral part of the treatment program for most cancer patients.  A simulator is an X-ray machine that is used to plan the parameters of radio-therapy treatments by identifying the tumor along with the normal tissue surrounding it.  This process allows the Radiation Oncologist to design a highly accurate treatment plan unique to each patient’s anatomy, minimizing the damage to healthy tissue.   

Consultation Rooms 
Location: Eleven spaces in the Ground, Second, and Third Floors

Acknowledgment Level: $50,000 each

A diagnosis of cancer can be a deeply unsettling experience for patients and their families.  Our skilled, caring physicians meet every day with patients and their families to ensure that they understand their treatment options so they can make the best decision about their care.  The eleven consultation rooms will provide patients a comforting, intimate environment as they embark on the first steps of their treatment journey.  

Chemotherapy Infusions Bays 

Location: Eighteen spaces on the Second Floor

Acknowledgment Level: $25,000 each

The Infusion Center at the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will house eighteen private bays for patients receiving chemotherapy.  These spaces will be used for patients who require more nursing attention and monitoring, infusion of investigational agents, or who simply want more privacy.  These bays will include a comfortable recliner, a chair for a visiting friend or family member, and a sliding door for privacy, enabling us to provide the most advanced care in a pleasant, peaceful setting. 

Examination Rooms 
Location: Forty-seven spaces on the Ground, Second, and Third Floors 

Acknowledgment Level: $10,000 each

The number of new cancer patients treated at the UVA Cancer Center is expected to double from 2,300 in 2004 to more than 4,600 by 2013.  For most people, the examination room is where the first interaction with their doctors and nurses takes place.  The spacious, accommodating exam rooms throughout the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will help us bring the most up-to-date diagnostic technologies to our patients. As importantly, these spaces will also allow us to focus on our patients’ comfort and well-being.  

Future Plans for the Community Education Annex

Education Annex**

Location: Adjacent to the Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center

Acknowledgment Level: $5,000,000

The Emily Couric Clinical Cancer Center will be the focal point of an educational and outreach network that will extend throughout the region, enabling us to mobilize caregivers, community organizations, and citizens in the fight against cancer.  Current plans allow for an Education Annex to be constructed as an attachment to the cancer center, with rooms that will be devoted specifically to cancer education and public outreach.  

· Auditorium ($1,500,000) – The capacious auditorium will provide the Cancer Center with space for a host of community forums, continuing medical education seminars, statewide cancer meetings, and program reviews.

· Patient Education Library ($1,000,000) – Educating oneself about cancer care, treatment options, and recovery is essential for a patient’s well-being.  The library will serve as a repository for easily accessible brochures, booklets, and on-line information on all forms of cancer and cancer treatment.

· Classroom ($500,000) – The state-of-the-art facility will be used by physicians, nurses, social workers, and others to offer instruction to patients, families, and colleagues on all aspects of cancer care.  Long distance medical education will also be made possible through teleconferencing capability.
