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We would like to welcome Dr. Bob Strieter, who recently joined
the DHRC as a full member to take advantage of core services and
build fruitful collaborative efforts in the near future with other
members. Dr. Strieter is a former member of the UCLA CURE
Digestive Disease Research Center and found the member
interactions at CURE very positive resulting in the production of
papers on pancreatic cancer and epithelial signaling relevant to
the production of chemokines. Although he has not yet had the
chance to use our facilities, his expectations for becoming a part
of center collaborations are high and we are looking forward to
receiving his feedback on the use of the cores. His focus is
primarily on cytokine/chemokine biology and he is currently
funded as a Pl of two RO1s.

Specifically, his laboratory is interested in cytokine and chemokine
biology as it relates to various human diseases. He is investigating
the role of a variety of cytokines (i.e., early response, Th1 and
Th2) and CXC, CC, C, and CX;C chemokines in mediating
inflammatory and immunologically mediated disease processes.
He is interested in the mechanisms of how CXC chemokines
modulate angiogenesis and metastasis of cancer and promotes
vascular remodeling in fibroproliferative disorders. His lab was
the first to discover that the CXC chemokine family can behave as
either promoters or inhibitors of angiogenesis and the lab uses a
variety of strategies including molecular, cellular, animal models,
and human tissue specimens to examine the biology of chemokine
regulation in innate and adaptive immunity, angiogenesis, and
progenitor cell trafficking. He has shown specific chemokines are
essential in mediating allograft rejection and has demonstrated
the ability of adult progenitor cells to contribute to re-

Dr. Barry Marshall is a native of Kalgoorlie, Western Australia and Barry Marshall, MD
subsequently of Perth, where he moved to at the age of 7. He
graduated from the University of Western Australia in 1974 and
trained as a physician at Royal Perth Hospital until 1983. In 1981 he
began the collaboration with Robin Warren which led to the culture
of Helicobacter pylori in 1982, and recognition of the association
between H.pylori, gastritis, peptic ulcer and gastric cancer in the
subsequent years. In 1983 and 1984 he carried out further studies
in diagnosis and treatment of H.pylori at Fremantle Hospital, and
the following year was funded by the National Health and Medical
Research Council (NHMRC) to determine the effect of antibiotics on
peptic ulcer relapse. Further scholarships followed at the
University of Virginia in the United States, where he worked as a
Research Fellow, Gastroenterologist and Professor of Medicine
between 1986 and 1996. He returned to Western Australia on
sabbatical in 1997, and in 1998 was funded again by the NHMRC to
continue his work on H.pylori as the Burnet Fellow. Dr. Marshall is
a part-time Gastroenterologist at Sir Charles Gairdner Hospital, and
has an H.pylori Research Laboratory on the QEIll Medical Centre site
close to the University of Western Australia. He shared the Nobel
Prize in Physiology or Medicine with Dr.Warren in 2005. Dr.
Marshall lives about 10 minutes from the University of Western
Australia, in Subiaco with his wife Adrienne.
