HUMAN GENETICS | University Center for Public Health Genomics

During this year, the Department benefited from its successful recruitment of
Stephen S. Rich, Ph.D., as Harrison Professor of Public Health Sciences and Director of
t he Uni versityads new Center for P u b DépartmeHte a | t h C
contributed to this University - wide effort by the contribution of three faculty lines, a
fulltime staff position , and space. Many CPHG faculty members have their primary
academic appointments within the Department, while others, whose primary
appointments are in other clinical or basic science departments, are invited and have
actively participated in departmental meetings and strategies.

The University - based CPHG is already making major contributions through their
research into the genetic origins of co mmon diseases , such as diabetes, otitis media,
stroke, and breast cancer . Coll aborati ons bet we
clinical departments are leading to major new research opportunities and providing
previously unavailable educational and trainin g opportunities for medical students, as
well as pre - and post - doctoral students. The CPHG recently held its first research
retreat , where an impressive range of research in human genetics was presented.

HEALTH HERITAGE| www.healthheritage.com

The Depar tment, through its Division of Clinical Informatics, has also completed
the development and evaluation of an automated decision support tool for p rimary care
clinical decisions that will  help collect and evaluate family history information. Although
there are 1,000 currently available genetic tests, it will be many years before we
completely understand the role of specific genetic factors and their interaction with
environmental factors in health and disease. It is widely agreed that, even with available
genetic data, the family health history is the best and most effective way to
individualize care and provide individual prevention strategies. Many studies have
demonstrated, however, that primary care practitioners are not prepared to manage the
increasing complexity of genetic information and to interpret and provide timely
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information to their patients. This software application, Health Heritage, addresses this

need. Heal th Heritage uses a patientds family his
specific algorithms to indicate whether a person is at increased risk of an inheritable

disease. In a head -to- head comparison between Health Heritage and the current gold

standard in genetic evaluation i consultation with a genetic counselor and review of the

family history by a multidisciplinary team fi Health Heritage, demonstrated an ability to

provide direct guidance to primary care practitioners regarding which patients would

benefit from advanced genetic evaluation. The Department is currently investigating

approp riate partners for further development and implementation of Health Heritage.

HEALTH DISPARITIES| The TEACH Model

With research and development supported by the major U.S. health insurer
Anthem, a cross - disciplinary team drawn from throughout the university and lead by

DPHS Associate Professor Wendy Cohn has developed a uniqgue market - segmentation
approach to patient educa t i on. This model , known as TEACH, i S
health literacy and desired form and method of presentation of health - related

information. As recently documented by the Agency for Health Care Quality and
research, a major proportion of the U.S. p opulation has trouble understanding health
information. For example, almost half of U.S. adults report difficulty understanding
prescription labels. Based on a statewide survey, Professor Cohn and her colleagues
have demonstrated that market segmentation can be used successfully to categorize a
broad population into groups for personalized delivery of health care information, such

as type of treatment, with the ultimate goal of improving adherence to medical
regi mens by specifically viduwmleneadnand meferescesmeniss d i ndi
tailored approach to patient communication is especially important for various racial

and ethnic groups. Professor Cohn is now investigating the best method for delivering
TEACH and designing studies to determine its impa ct on health behaviors.

Both Health Heritage and TEACH are examples of multi - disciplinary and across
grounds collaborations. To complete them, the departme nt partnered with faculty from
the Center for Survey Research and the Schools of Engineering and Ap plied Sciences
(specifically, Computer Science and Systems Engineering), Education, and Commerce

HEALTH SERVICES| Outcomes Assessment
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Within the field of Health Services, Associate Professor George Stukenborg has
continued his nationally recognized wor k advancing our understanding of how best to
make comparisons of national hospital mortality rates as a key quality of care measure.

Fair comparison of mortality rates across hospitals requires effective adjustments for

differences among patients in their baseline mortality risk. Prof e
recent research demonstrates t hat pati ea+ di agt
admi ssiond by California hospitals can be used to
baseline difference in mortality risk. As a result of Professor Stukenbor
Congress recently required that all U.S. hospitals report which co - morbid diagnoses are

Opresatbatdmi ssion.® These new requirements are the
hospital patient data reporting to ha ve occurred in a decade. It is unusual for an
individual researcher to so directly influence national health care policy.

Through its research and development agreement with Genworth Financial, a
major national finances services firm based in Richmond, the Department is also
investigating better methods of estimating future mortality and morbidity risk for the
U.S. population. As the U.S. population ages, it is essential that we have as refined an
understanding as possible of both the length and the qua lity of life we can expect. This
will enable us to better plan the amount and type of public health and associated
services the country will need.

Assistant Professor Guofen Yan, a member of the Division of Biostatistics and
Epidemiology, has also completed the design of a major national review of racial
disparities in the End Stage Renal Disease (ESRD) program. ESRD affects at least
485,000 Americans, and is  a growing public health concern in the United States and
throughout the world. Racial minorities develop ESRD at a much higher rate than
Caucasians. Despite the national initiatives aimed at reducing racial disparities, racial
differences persist in multip  le aspects of pre - ESRD and ESRD care, including dialysis
dose, vascular access, anemia treatment and prevel
determine the influence of racial disparity in quality of clinical care both within and
across U.S. counties, a nd within and across dialysis centers, and will uncover the
sources of this variation at a national level while controlling for individual - level factors.

participants with type 2 diabetes and obesity. The project examines the full range of
potential influences on diabetes and weight control, from f amily history and biological
processes, to personal behavior, to social interactions, to healthcare, to community
embeddedness and geography. In parallel, outcomes examined range from laboratory
markers of disease control, to behavior change, to healthcar e utilization, to quality of

life.

Though results of the randomized trial will not be final until the summer of
2009, preliminary results from the ongoing trial and results from a large - scale pilot
study have led us to address important questions for disea se management. For
example, contrary to expectations that higher participant education levels would be
associated with greater success in lifestyle change for such a complex disease, people
with lower levels of education benefited more from the interventio n than those with
greater education. Was this because those with lower education levels traditionally have
had poorer access to lifestyle interventions, and could this help explain some of the

economic disparities in health behavior and outcomes?

were not excluded from the intervention, and we observed that 90% of those with
substantial depression dropped out during the first year of the study. In a condition

such as type 2 di abetes, where many patients have important co - morbid conditions and

The public - private collaboration used in ICAN will help a nswer these and other

important questions about the best ways to achieve cost - effective chronic disease

control, and the approaches necessary to assure their availability to all who might

benefit.




BIONIFORMATICS AND PERSONALIZED MEDICINE| COXEN

Determi ning the best treatment for an individual patient is fundamentally
different than estimating which treatment is best for a carefully selected but still
heterogeneous population A the gold standard that is currently used as the basis for all
clinical evaluati ons. Virtually every clinical study reported today provides an estimate of
the efficacy for a group of patients and presents its results as an overall average. No
systematic or Ometad analyses of these dat a, no m
can provide the kind of evidence -based information that will lead us to informed
individualized medicine. It is apparent that the ability of clinical science to translate
basic discoveries will be hindered until there is a bridge between biologic discoveries
and distinct individuals.

This challenge is being addressed through exciting and groundbreaking
research pionee red by Professor of Urology Dan Theodorescu and DPHS Associate
Professor Jae Lee. Together they have developed a novel genetic algorithm known as
COXEN. COXEN (co expression extrapolation) exploits the NCI - 60 database of human
cancer cell lines to accurately predict the effectiveness of chemotherapeutic agents both
in vitro and in individual patients. Although developed and initially implemented fo r
personalized treatment of cancer, the COXEN approach (micro array analysis of gene
expression in specific tissues to predict responsiveness to various therapies matched by
mechanism of action) has implications and applications across many other disease
categories such as cardiovascular disease and drug toxicity.

CLINICAL INFORMATICS| SEAS Partnership and caBIG ®

The Departmentds Division of -16ITiainingdPeodgraml nf or ma t
in Biomedical Informatics, one of only 18 medical informatics training programs
nationally that are supported by the National Library of Medicine. The UVA program,
funded from 2007 -2012, is designed to bring systems engineering approaches into
healthcare research through the discipline of clinical informatics. It represents a
collaboration between the School of Engineering and Applied Science (SEAS) and the
School of Me dicine and is co - directed by Associate Professor  Stephanie Guerlain in the
SEAS Department of Systems and Information Engineering a nd DPHS Associate Professor
(and Division Director) James Harrison. The core curriculum includes required courses
from both Systems Engineering and Public Health Sciences, including formal
introductions to clinical informatics, systems engineering, clinica | decision support and
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the structure and operation of healthcare delivery systems. Subsequent alternative
tracks for training include human - automation interaction, computational statistics and
simulation, risk and decision analysis, systems integration, an d optimization and
control. Research projects are collaborative with trainees having both healthcare and
engineering mentors. In its first year, the program consisted of 15 trainees, including
postdoctoral fellows, PhD students, and short - term trainees in  medical informatics.

The Division of Clinical Informatics also manages the UVA Clinical Data
Repository, a research information resource that provides de - identified data for
retrospective clinical research on over one million patients and serves as the H ealth
System's official honest broker for research data de - identification. Clinical Informatics
also provides leadership for the Cancer Center's Cancer Informatics group, the UVA
implementation of the Cancer Biomedical Informatics Grid (caBIG®), and inform ation
system strategic planning related to biomedical research at both the School of Medicine
and University levels.

ENGAGING THE COMMUNITY| Health Policy and Public Health Practice

Complementing the university's commitment to CTSA research and community
engagement, faculty in the Division of Public Health Policy and Practice have undertaken
a variety of new initiatives in education and policy. In education, the MPH Program was
awarded full accreditation until 2011, as it added new courses in Cl inical and
Translational Research and Discovery; Biodefense Science and Policy; and Community
Research Methods.  Associate Professor Elizabeth McGarvey, for example, obtained
funding to develop a new course in partnership with key community, planning, and
heal th delivery organizations in far Southwest

On the national and sta te level, Assistant Professor Carolyn Engelhard engaged
public audiences around the country in discussions about her book, "Health Care Half -
Truths," co -authored with Vice President and Provost Arthur Garson. Associate
Professor (and Division Director) Ruth Gaare Bernheim focused on community
engagement and pub lic health in three published articles and a white paper
commissioned by the CDC.  She also was invited to give workshops on biopreparedness
and community engagement for CDC officials, for the Virginia Pandemic Flu Advisory
Committee and other health agenc ies.

University of Virginia.

OFFICE OF THE CHAIR| Summary of Activities

During this past year , the Chair assumed responsibilities for administering both
the Department and the Division of Biostatistics and Epidemiology while leading the
search for a new Division Director. With regar d to the latter, a search committee was
formed and advertisements placed; as of November 2008, two qualified candidates had
completed their first interviews. It is anticipated that the search process will continue
and hopefully conclude in early 2009 with a new Division Director  of Biostatistics and
Epidemiology in place by the summer.

The Chair has also concentrated on addressing a variety of administrative and
structural issues. Now that 1) the re organization of the Department from Health
Evaluation Sciences to Pub lic Health Sciences and 2) the recruitment of Professor Steve
Rich and the establishment of the University Center for Public Health Genomics are
complete, attention has shifted to supporting and mentoring junior faculty, seeking new
sources of research and consulting support, and aligning departmental positions with

current fiscal realities  (so as to complete the upcoming year in financial balance ). This
will require that some staff and faculty  reduce their per cent effort and that others, wh o
are not yet fully funded through contracted projects, be encouraged to consider

alternative employment opportunities. The ongoing mentoring and counseling required
for completing these fiscal and support assessments are time - intensive .

A substantial p ortion of the initial part of this year was spent by the Chair
working closely with the Provost and Professor of Law Richard Bonnie in the negotiation
of a research and development agreement with a major corporate sponsor, Philip
Morris, to insure the Univ  ersity autonomy and independence in the conduct of research
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conducted under this agreement. This was completed successfully and, unlike other
universities that have come under criticism for the terms under which they accepted
research funding from tobacco companies, the UVA - Phillip Morris agreement is unique
in the control it provides to the University and its faculty. This is one of many examples

of efforts by the Department for the University and School of Medicine that provide no
support to the departme  nt but result in substantial benefit to the institution as a whole.

The Chair also negotiated a continuat ion of a major research and  consulting
agreement between Genworth Financial, a Richmond based financial services company.
This agreement was original ly negotiated to provide over a million dollars in funding.
With the recent collapse of the stock market and particularly the deterioration of the
financial services sector, Genworth has had to limit and will most likely end this
agreement at the end of 20  08. This is unfortunate and the chair is currently looking for
alternative sources of support and will maintain contact with Genworth with the goal of
reestablishing the agreement once economic conditions improve.

As a result of efforts conducted during the year by DPHS Assistant Professor Mir
Said Siadaty and the Department Chair, there has been progress in developing an
easier, more effective way to find scientific articles in biology and medicine:
www.ReleMed.com. ReleMed i short for Relevant Medicine fi has been under
development for three years and in continuous use since its launch in early 2007 as a
pri mary search engine for accessing the worl dods
17 million biomedical articles currently available and 2,000 new ones a dded each day,
the task of finding the best ones can be difficult for professionals like medical
librarians, and intimidating for others, like doctors and their patients. ReleMed
overcomes this challenge with its unique, simple -to-use approach that has bee n
demonstrated to be more sensitive and specific than other commonly used search
engines, such as PubMed and Ovid. ReleMed does this by matching the search terms
entered by the user and finding their appearance in the articles title, abstract and
subject h eadings. It then retrieves the most relevant articles and ranks them
accordingly. This results in a more efficient and useful search process. ReleMed has
been widely endorsed by medi cal |l i brariands
capabilities. In response to the positive responses by patients, the Chair is now seeking
support to expand its capability to search both biomedical literature and Web - based
content found on approximately five billion open access Web sites. This will result in a
new capability to p rovide independent real -time, evidence -based responses to
biomedical and health related queries submitted both by professionals and patients.
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Now that the formal evaluation of the Health Heritage Family History/ Genetic
Risk Assessment software has been  completed and sent for peer review, the Chair has
turned efforts toward procuring funding for the next step in its development - the
automated assembly of medical information from family members and automated
methods for updating the algorithms. Given the on going emphasis on collection and
interpretation of family history collection and epigenetics assessment through medical
practice and research, it is very likely that this will be a topic of substantial interest and
activity.

During the year , the Chair ha s also collaborated with David Mullins , PhD
(Department of Microbiology and the Human Immune Therapy Center), Craig L.
Slingluff, Jr., M.D. (Department of Surgery and the Human Immune Therapy Center), and
Victor H. Engelhard, Ph.D. (Department of Microbiol ogy and The Bierne B. Carter Center
for Immunology) in a translational cross - discipline project to comp lete and file a
provisional patent application for a clinical prognostic tool that will enable the potential
classification of Stage Il and IV melanoma patients and their survival likelihood (based
on a multi -year research program) . These data also provide an opportunity to exploit
key target molecules involved in immune signaling based on differential patient
survival.

Finally the Chair is renewing activities in updating and enhancing the
capabilities of the APACHE Severity of lliness that he developed and that has been in
continuous use since the 19800s. As a result of
capture of physiologic and other clinical data needed to create contemporary APACHE IV
scores, there has been a growth in the number of institutions utilizing APACHE IV. The
Chair has begun a series of collaborations with scientists at Cerner Corporation, the
owner of the APACHE methodology, with the goal of establishing an on - going research
and development agreement.

BIOSTATISTICS AND EPIDEMIOLOGY| Executive Summary

The roster of the faculty in Division of Biostatistics and Epidemiology lists
eighteen members: five professors, four associate p rofessors, five assistant professors
and four biostatisticians. Tragically, Professor Douglas Wagner died unexpectedly in
March, 2008 after many years of loyal and effective service to his division, department,
University , and community.

The Divisional faculty conduct their own original research, and they collaborate
with a large number of faculty in the School of Medicine and throughout the University
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by providing statistical and epidemiology services for the School of Medicine, the Health
System, indus try, governmental agencies, and foundations. This includes facilitating
and enhancing research and providing assistance in developing new grant proposals,
designing new studies, developing analytical schemes for large and/or complicated data
sets, and prov iding direct data analyses. The Division also offers a Biostatistics
Consulting Service which will soon become authorized and supported as a Core
Resource of the School of Medicine. The educational and research missions of the
School of Medicine are provi ded invaluable support, assistance and expertise by the
faculty of the Division of Biostatistics and Epidemiology. Members of the Division have
pl ayed key rol es in the development and submi ss
submission, and have earned high m  arks for their efforts and contributions. They have
provided noteworthy service to a variety of national organizations such as the NIH and

its study sections, and to numerous journal editorial boards and review panels, Data
Safety Monitoring Boards, and a  wide variety of important committees of the School of
Medicine and University.

BIOSTATISTICS AND EPIDEMIOLOGY| Teaching

During the 2007 - 08 academic year the Division was responsible for fourteen full
semestercours es of fered t o t h asteDEdegae students (MPEl ankt MSc).
This is the same number as in 2006 -07. It also conducted a special course for
residents and fellows of the Medical Center, a special course for graduate students in
the basic sciences, and contributed substantial educatio nal efforts in the undergraduate
medical curriculum, other departments, journal clubs, and special interest groups. The
Division also provided mentoring and advising services to a wide variety of students.

BIOSTATISTICS AND EPIDEMIOLOGY| Grants

The num ber of grants conducted by a Divisional faculty person as the Principal
Investigator numbered eight in 2007 - 08, slightly above the 2006 - 07 number. Similarly,
the number of grants in which a Divisional faculty person served as a named
collaborator rose from  seven in 2006 -07 to nine in 2007 -08. The total number of
grants listing a Divisional faculty person rose from sixty five to seventy nine in this
same period. However, the total number of grants submitted as either Principal
Investigator or collaborator d  ropped from eighty to fifty one.
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BIOSTATISTICS AND EPIDEMIOLOGY!]| Publications

The number of first or senior authored publications from the Division numbered
twenty eight in 2007 -08, the same as in 2006 -07. The number of collaboratively
authored public ations was seventy two in 2007 - 08 compared to eighty nine in 2006
07. However the number of book chapters contributed rose from two to twelve in this
same period.

BIOSTATISTICS AND EPIDEMIOLOGY| National Reputation

In addition to their efforts on grants and publications, the Divisional faculty
made significant contributions to the reputation and status of the School and University
through recognized service on numerous national committees, study sections, review
panels, research lectureships, and  Data Safety Monitoring Boards.

BIOSTATISTICS AND EPIDEMIOLOGY| Committees

Divisional faculty members distinguished themselves and the Division and
Department by their membership and efforts on a variety of key committees of the
School and the Universi ty.

The Division of Clinical Informatics is composed of nine full
members (4 Associate Professors, 3 Assistant Professors and 2 Instructors).

year one faculty member (Jane Schubart) left the University, one faculty member (Jason
Lyman) was promoted from Assistant to Associate Professor and one new faculty
member was added at the instructor level (Sean Graves).

The Division of Clinical Informatics serv es a fourfold mission in the UVa School

of Medicine and Health System:

e The Division offers graduate courses in medical informatics that are
integral parts of several training programs and are available to the general
university community. Its faculty also contribute to other courses in the
School of Arts and Sciences and School of Me dicine, and to graduate
medical education.

e It conducts original research in applied and theoretical medical
informatics.

e |t supports clinical research, medical education and patient care through
information systems that are designed and maintained by Divis ion
personnel (e.g., the Clinical Data Repository, CDR).

e It provides expert consultation on the design, application, best practices
and policies related to information systems for investigators, students and

practitioners in the School of Medicine and the Health System
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Medical informatics has become crucial infrastructure for successful biomedical
research and clinical practice in academic medical centers. UVa lags in implementing
this infrastructure, and thus is at a disadvantage compared with other ins titutions in
both research and patient care. Recent efforts by the medical school to improve this
situation have included Division faculty in leadership roles. Important examples include:

e The Division is responsible for authoring or co - authoring two sectio ns of
the institutional CTSA application: the Program in Biomedical Informatics
(and co - direction of the Program), and the Evaluation section. Five
Division faculty have funded leadership roles in the proposed CTSA
program.

e The Division provides substantia | informatics support to the UVA Cancer
Center: One Division faculty member dedicates 20% effort as Director of
Cancer Informatics and a second faculty member is funded 50% by the
Cancer Center and 50% by a supplement to the Cancer Center Support
Grant. Th e application for this CCSG supplement was written by a Division
faculty member.

e The Division this year developed plans and budgets for a core facility in
biomedical informatics and a research database support service at the
request of the Research Advisor y Council and the Medical Sc
office.

e The Division operates the UVA Clinical Data Repository under a
Memorandum of Understanding between the School of Medicine and the
Health System, and with funding from the Sc
Office. The CDR is the primary source for retrospective clinical data and is
the official honest broker for the Health System supporting the use of
clinical data for research.

e The CDR also supports ongoing programs for identification of adverse
drug events in patien ts, and evaluation and improvement in the quality of
graduate medical education.

e The new training grant in biomedical informatics (funded by the National
Library of Medicine) is entering its second year. The program was
conceptualized and co - authored, and is co - directed, by Division faculty.

o Three Division faculty contributed to the development of the RFI that is
being used to solicit vendor responses in the UVA EMR re - evaluation effort
(summer 2008).
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CLINICAL INFORMATICS| Teaching

The division fields fo ur semester - length (3 hr) graduate courses (and will offer a
fifth in the spring of 2009) which are core requirements or popular electives in several
training programs, and Division faculty also contribute to other courses. A Division
faculty member chairs the Executive Committee of the NLM Biomedical Informatics
Training Program, and three additional Division faculty are members of the committee.
Dr. Harrison presents 7 lectures covering clinical chemistry and medical informatics
topics as part of the Path ology Residency lecture series (7 contact hours). Dr. Lyman is a
small group leader for the Clinical Epidemiology course in the second year of the
medical curriculum (8 contact hours).

CLINICAL INFORMATICS]| Publications

The Division contributed 6 first - or senior - author publications and 9
collaborative (middle - author) publications in 2008. In addition, a Division faculty
member edited a volume of Clinics in Laboratory Medicine and Division faculty
contributed 5 reviews to  that volume and 1 additional book chapter.

CLINICAL INFORMATICS| Active Grants and Grant Applications

During 2007 - 2008, Division faculty were Pl on two active grants (one was an
internal grant; yearly TDC $68,997 in aggregate). The faculty collaborated on 23 active
grants (yearly TDC over $17 million in aggregate). Four grant applications were
submitted or re - submitted with faculty as Pl and 7 were submitted with faculty as
collaborators.

PUBLIC HEALTH POLICY AND PRACTICE| Executive Summary

The Division of Public He alth Policy and Practice, with four full - time primary
faculty members and 35 other faculty members with either secondary or visiting
appointments, focuses on teaching, research, and interventions in community health,

public health practice, and  health policy.

The Division brings together faculty from across the university and from
community health agencies around Virginia who are interested in multidisciplinary
approaches to preventing disease and injury and addressing the health care needs o
populations. Wide -ranging faculty projects include U.S. and international health
policy; public health law and ethics; health disparities and vulnerable populations;
community interventions on obesity, cardiovascular risk and diabetes; and youth

smoking cessation.

PUBLIC HEALTH POLICY AND PRACTICE| Education Highlights
Graduate Education:

The Division of Public Health Policy and Practice is the academic home of the
Master of Public Health (MPH) Program , which is now accredited until 2011. The
division launched numerous new courses on Biodefense, Translational Research,
Qualitative Methods in Community Health, the Built Environment and Community
Health, and Current Issues in Health Policy.
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Graduate Medical Education (GME):

In partnership with the SOM Office of Graduate Medical Education, the Division
launched a new education program for hospital house staff called the Certificates of
Special Competencies in Public Health. Through this program, the Division c reates and
coordinates special two -week graduate courses for residents and fellows o n such
topics as epidemiology; clinical and community research, and health policy.

Medical Education:

The Division provides leadership and teaching for the required 4 th year medical
school course on health policy called DX/RX: Health Care System, and the required 2nd-
year course on Epidemiology. In addition, the Division provides opportunities for 4 th-

year medical school electives on health policy and public health practice.
Faculty Education Workgroups:

The Division provides educational opportunities for faculty from around the
university to explore community health projects. For example, a multi - disciplinary
working group, the  Built Environment and Health Research Group , is exploring the
influences of the built environment on human health.

Undergraduate Education:

The Division also provides opportunities for undergraduates through the Global
Public Health Minor and the five - year BA/BS - MPH Program .

Healthy Appalachia

The Division of Public Health Policy and Practice is collaborating with the
University of Virginiabds College at Wise to
public leaders from the Lenowisco and Cumberland Plateau Planning Districts in the
development of a strategic plan to create a healthier population in far Southwest
Virginia.
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In 2007 - 2008 the Southwest Virginia Graduate Medical Education Consortium
(GMEC) was awarded an Appalachian Regional Commission grant to facilitate the
development of a strateg ic health plan for the region, and Division faculty member
Elizabeth McGarvey, EdD, was funded to lead the strategic planning and resources
development for the project. Dr. McGarvey and another Division faculty member, David
Cattell-Gor don, compHealkdhy haAappal achi ad project, whicht
public website ( www.healthyappalachia.org < http://www.healthyappalachia.org/ >).

The OHeal t hy tdamis axpaading its afforts through the development
of a new course entitled Healthy Appalachia: A Community - based Participatory
Research Partnership under the leadership of Dr. McGarvey. The course will examine
the relationship among Appalachian culture , economic development, education and
health in far Southwest Virginia and explore the process for the design and
implementation for collaborative, community - based research. In addition, Ruth Gaare
Bernheim is developing plans for new Division educational initiatives in Southwest
Virginia with Dr. John Dreyzhener, health director in the region who joined the Division
faculty with a visiting appointment, and with fac

PUBLIC HEALTH POLICY AND PRACTICE| Research Highlights

Dr. Denise Bonds continued her active participation as safety officer at the
Coordinating Center for the Action to Control Cardiovascular Risk in Diabetes
(ACCORD). The trial is designed to test the effects on major CVD events of intensive
glycemia control, of treatment to increase HDL - cholesterol and lower triglycerides (in
the context of good LDL -C and glycemia control), and of intensive blood pressure
control (in the context of good glycemia control). ACCORD made national headlines
(http://www.nytimes.com/2008/02/07/health/07diabetes.html?incamp=article _popul
ar_3) in February when the intensive glycemia intervention was terminated 18 months
early for increased mort ality. Analyses are ongoing to determine the cause of the
increased mortality with Dr. Bonds leading the efforts on the contribution of
hypoglycemia to the increased mortality.

In addition, Dr. Bonds, with the assistance of Uma Nayak, is leading the
cardiovascular outcome unit for the Age - Related Eye Disease Study 2 (AREDS2).
AREDS2 is a multi - center, randomized trial designed to assess the effects of oral
supplementation of macular xanthophylls (lutein and zeaxanthin) and/or long - chain
omega - 3 fatty acids (docosahexaenoic acid) [DHA] and eicosapentaenoic acid [EPA] )
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on the progression to advanced age -related macular degeneration (AMD). Omega- 3
fatty acids are also known to affect cardiovascular disease; these outcomes were added
to m aximize the utility of the study.

PUBLIC HEALTH POLICY AND PRACTICE| Health Policy and Public Health
Practice Highlights

Carolyn Engelhard achieved national attention with her recently published book
(co- authored with Vice President and Provost  Arthur Garson), Health Care Half - Truths:
Too Many Myths, Not Enough Reality . As a result, Carolyn Engelhard has given
multiple radio interviews and lectures about health care policy and health care reform,

nationally, state -, and university -wide. In addition, she co -authored a briefing
document on health care reform for a national debate sponsored by the Miller Center
of Public Affairs held in Boston last April. Along with the Chief Resident in Internal

Medicine, she also has redesigned a one -month ele ctive for second year internal
medicine residents in health policy that combines didactic lecture, a journal club,
clinical volunteer work at the Charlottesville Free Clinic, and the submission of a short
research paper in health policy and medical profess ionalism.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) commissioned Ruth Gaare
Bernheim to write one of its five white papers on biopreparedness policy, titled
Community Engagement in Biopreparedness, and she presented her work to CDC
leadership last spring.

PUBLIC HEALTH POLICY AND PRACTICE| Community Service and Public
Health Workforce Education

The MPH Program provided service to numerous community organizations
including AIDS/HIV Services Group (ASG), Westhaven Nursing Clinic, the Quality
Community Council, and the Virginia Organizing Project.

As part of its Public Health Workforce Education Initiative, the MPH Program also
conducted a needs assessment of the public health workforce in surrounding health
districts and provided a nu  mber of educational programs, including the Data
Management in Public Health Practice for the Thomas Jefferson District Health
Department in Charlottesville.
