The PNSO supports and encourages evidence-based practice (EBP) throughout the institution. 

To that end, our research vision is:

“Patients and their families will have nurses who actively question their practice and base their practice on research.” 

Our research mission is to 

“promote the creation of cultures of inquiry, broad sharing and data-driven practice.”

“This culture of inquiry fosters nursing research that is driven by patient needs.”1  It is our firm conviction that evidence-based practice results in improved patient outcomes.

Mechanisms by which EBP is encouraged include:

· the integration of science into practice via the Practice Committee;

· regular Practice News updates and “alerts;”

· the use of advanced practice nurses throughout the institution to assure the recognition and integration of science into practice;

· the systematic implementation of procedures and standards of care developed and supported by professional organizations;

· the Nursing Research Mentor program which promotes EBP in addition to teaching clinicians how to scientifically test questions of importance to nursing practice;  

· professional venues to support, educate and recognize research-based initiatives and research projects.
