KEATS RADIOLOGICAL SOCIETY

CONSTITUTION

Article I - Title

The name of this organization shall be the Keats Radiological Society.

Article II - Purposes

The purposes of this Society shall be: (1) to honor Theodore E. Keats, M.D., Alumni Professor and Chairman of the Department of Radiology of the School of Medicine of the University of Virginia; (2) to provide a means for the social and scientific reunion of the current and former residents and faculty of Theodore E. Keats, M.D.; (3) to provide a forum for the presentation of the scientific, cultural, educational or other thoughts, formal and informal, of the members of the Society; (4) to provide a means for, and to promote a spirit of, common purpose and camaraderie among the members of the Society. 

Article III - Membership

Section 1 

All Radiology Residents, Fellows, and Faculty Members, past, present, and future, who  have trained or been members of the department chaired by Theodore E. 

Keats, M.D. at the University of Virginia shall be eligible for membership in this Society. 

Section 2 

Each member meeting the above qualifications shall receive an invitation to 

membership in this society within three months of the adoption of this Constitution. 

Section 3 

Each person meeting the above qualifications shall receive an invitation to 

membership in this Society within three months of the completion of their training in the Department.   

Section 4 

Each invited person who desires membership in this Society shall signify his acceptance in writing to the President of the Society. A time limitation for the acceptance of a membership invitation may be imposed by the President after adoption of this Constitution, and once imposed may be changed from time to time at the President's discretion. 

Section 5 

Membership in the Society shall be considered accomplished upon receipt by the President of a letter of acceptance, and upon receipt by the Secretary-Treasurer of 

payment of dues for the first year of membership. At his discretion, the President may establish rules with respect to the Society's fiscal year, or portion thereof, to which the first payment of dues shall apply.

Article IV -Honorary Membership

Section 1 

Upon written nomination of five members of the Society or two officers, 

Honorary Members may be elected by the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the entire membership present at a regular meeting. 

Section 2 

Honorary members shall be exempt from the payment of dues. They shall have all the rights and privileges of membership except those of voting and holding office. 

Article V -Officers

The Officers of this Society shall be a President, one or more Vice Presidents, a Secretary-Treasurer, and a Program Chairman. 

Section 1 -Selection of Officers 

A) 
All officers other than the Program Chairman shall be elected by a majority vote of the Society present at the bi-annual meeting. 

B) 
The President and Vice President shall be elected for terms of two years and 

shall not serve (i) for more than two consecutive terms and (ii) for more than a total of three terms (appointment to fill the unexpired term of a vacancy shall not be counted in these limitations). 

C) 
The Secretary-Treasurer shall be elected for a term of four years and may serve no more than one term. 

D) 
The Program Chairman shall be appointed by the President for a term of two years, but may serve for as many terms as he shall be appointed. 

Section 2 -Duties of Officers 

A) 
The President shall act for the Society in all matters specifically delegated to him by this Constitution and as to all matters not specifically reserved to the membership or assigned to other officers. Specifically, without limiting his authority otherwise, he shall preside at all meetings of the Society; he shall appoint a Program Chairman with whose assistance he shall plan and arrange the activities of the Society during his term of office; and he shall cause letters of invitation to membership to be sent to all residents becoming eligible for membership during his term of office. 

B) 
It shall be the duty of each Vice President to assist the President in his duties. The senior Vice President (measured by the order of election) able to serve, 

shall preside in the absence of the President, and shall succeed to the duties of the President should the President be incapacitated or resign. 

C) It shall be the duty of the Secretary-Treasurer to maintain and preserve all the books, records, articles and papers belonging to the Society. He shall carry out all the official correspondence of the Society. He shall collect all the dues and obligations to the Society, and he shall be responsible for payment of all debts of the Society. He shall maintain an accurate fiscal record and shall make a fiscal report to the membership bi-annually. He shall maintain a register of membership containing the names and addresses of all members.

D) 

It shall be the duty of the Program Chairman to assist in planning and arranging all social and scientific functions of the Society. Well prior to any scientific meeting, he shall solicit the entire membership for educational contributions to the program. On the basis of these contributions he shall arrange an appropriate program. 

Section 3 

Vacancies occurring in the offices of the Society other than that of President shall be filled by the President appointing a successor to serve until the next meeting. 

Article VI -Committees

Section 1 

The Society shall have an Executive Council to advise and assist the Officers of the Society in the conduct of the business of the Society. 

A) 
The membership of the Executive Council shall consist of the Officers of the Society and the two immediate past Presidents. 

Section 2 

The President may appoint such other committees as he deems appropriate to the conduct of any usual or special business of the Society. 

Section 3 

The actions of all Committees must be approved by the Executive Council and the membership at large. Approval by the membership may be by majority vote at the biennial business meeting. 

Article VII -By-Laws

The Society may adopt by-laws not in conflict with the Constitution by the affirmative vote of a majority of the members present at any meeting. 

Article VIII

Theodore E. Keats, M.D. shall have the right and privilege of the floor of this Society at any time during any of its meetings. He shall be exempt from the payment of any dues or obligations of this Society. 

Article IX

This Constitution shall take effect immediately from the time of its adoption. 

Amendments to the Constitution may be made at any meeting of the Society by the 

favorable vote of two-thirds of the members present and entitled to vote, provided the proposed amendments shall have been presented in writing to the Executive Council at least forty-five (45) days prior to the meeting at which the proposed amendments are to be voted upon. The Secretary-Treasurer shall notify the members by mail of proposed amendments not less than thirty (30) days prior to such meeting.
